
difficult for drivers to see anyone about to cross. Taking cars off Patterson and Zach 
Curlin had cut down on accidents on those streets. 

He indicated that the speed limit on Southern is 35 mph, but that speeds of 40 to 45 mph 
are not unusual. The greatest danger he said was to those parking on Southern and 
opening their driver side doors into traffic. It was also difficult for cars to tum left onto 
Southern. 

David Appleby pointed out that jay walking is always dangerous. 

He also reported that the Campus School provided crossing guards in mornings and 
afternoons to assist Campus School students in crossing. 

Sam asked for additional comments or for a recommendation from the committee. 

David Appleby stated that this seemed to be a Safety Committee issue and they should 
recommend to Mr. Lee that he speak with the City if they feel the issue is of sufficient 
importance. Taking away parking from students is never a good thing. He questioned 
why would the Safety Committee ask the Parking Committee to make recommendation. 
Sam Brackstone replied that he believed that they did not want to "step on the toes" of 
the Parking Committee. 

Sam Cox stated that he felt this was a safety, not a parking issue. 

The consensus of the Committee was that the issue was not appropriate for the Traffic 
and Parking Standing Committee because the University does not control parking on 
public streets, and that it was more appropriate for the safety committee to address. 

Further, the Committee felt that if parking were prohibited on Southern the University 
would be able to absorb the displaced cars but not in locations as convenient as the 
Southern Avenue area. 

The Committee voted 9-0 that we should make no recommendation. 

Regarding others issues, Angela indicated that the Tiger Park program will go online for 
permit purchases in the Fall 2008 term. Derrick asked for recommendations on where to 
position the radar trailer. Aaron asked about additional visitor parking in the Prescott lot; 
Angela said there are plans to install more meters. Dr. Appleby suggested placing an ad 
or article in the Helmsman, advising students where to find available parking. It was also 
recommended that Parking include parking notes in the parent newsletter.
